Here is a rundown of what we have for you this 
week: 
 

Tomatoes, Tomatoes, Tomatoes!!  
In all colors, shapes and sizes the big red tomato 
has embraced the veggie patch by storm. We are 
very excited to see so many varieties including 
cherry tomatoes, egg tomatoes and the traditional 
tomatoes, just to name a few. 
 

Sweet Corn 
We have sweet corn! Although small each corn 
kernel is bursting with lots of flavor– love them on 
their own (seasoned with melted butter) or as a 
delicious side dish. Great for lunch and dinner. 
 

Choice Table 
The choices this week include Okra, Cabbage, 
Cantaloupe, and golden zucchini.  They are taken 
on a first come, first served basis, but we restock 
them so that everyone has a selection.     
 

Green Beans 
Green Beans adorn our baskets again this week 
and we have beans drying in the barn as we speak! 
Our beans are growing so well you can expect to 
see a lot more of them! 
 

Eggplant 
Eggplant is in the basket again this week - Black 
Beauty and Ichiban.  The French call it Aubergine 
we call it eggplant, but whatever you choose to 
call it – nothing beats sliced eggplant cooked on 
the Barbeque. It’s a great side dish or as a meal on 
its own. 
 

Zucchini and Summer Squash 
Summer squash are still producing well, zucchini 
are winding up.  Butternut squash is on its way.
